ALL photos will be shown using SMART BOARD and will be placed into the
adjective categories. As a staff, we will then vote on the BEST photo and caption/headline for each adjective
and only that team gets the points for that photo.

When judging the images, please keep in mind that we are looking for the best YEARBOOK image and most
creative captions/headlines. There might be a shot of a shoe that is just plain vs. an image taken from an
interesting angle or perspective.
